Free legal resources are available to
help low-income families with tax-related
problems from prior years. To qualify, 
income needs to be below $33,975 for
individuals or under $69,375 for a
family of four. Assistance can include
helping respond to IRS audits,
establishing payment plans, and other
options. 

TaxSlayer offers tax software and products to
prepare and e-file your tax return online. 

IRS Free File is available to any person or family who earned
$73,000 or less in 2023. Many taxpayers can also file their
Missouri state taxes at no charge. 

This project of the University of
Missouri-Kansas Law School is 
staffed by UMKC tax law students
under the supervision of clinic
directors. It provides free, high-quality
representation for those who cannot
afford professional assistance.

The LITC at Legal Aid of Western
Missouri provides free legal
representation by experienced tax
attorneys for low-income taxpayers
in a 40-county area.

The IRS offers free basic tax return preparation to people 
who qualify through the Volunteer Income Tax Assistance
(VITA) and Tax Counseling for the Elderly (TCE) programs:
• Make $60,000 or less• Are 60+ years of age

• A person with disabilities• Limited English-speaking skills

Representatives from AARP assist Missouri residents with low to
moderate income with their federal and state income tax returns.
